
When students come to The Center, they are very often in crisis. Many have experienced extended absences from school, social 

isolation and/or complex learning issues. So, we begin with a carefully formulated, relationship-based approach and set about the 

work of helping these children gain the adaptive social-emotional skills they need to engage more positively in their world and in 

learning. This sophisticated intervention puts into action highly effective strategies for guiding a wide range of children with learning 

and adjustment dif�culties and, so, is foundational to CLU�s programs and its goal of fostering competent, self-directive adults. 

Since gaps in academic skills are common among children who attend The Center, de�ning and addressing them begins immediately. 

De�cits may be in speech and language, graphomotor, computational or other areas. And, the causes may be several, including 

differences and delays in neurological development, problems with attention and activity level, and social-emotional dif�culties, 

among others.  

Following are overviews programs at The Center that take place during the regular school day. In each instance, adjunct programs and 

interventions are available to provide added �exibility to further optimize learning and adjustment.  

Educational Programs

Upper School Grades 9-12

The Center�s high school program is a best match for students who need a small, supportive, full-time setting in order to successfully 

engage on a variety of levels to achieve their academic potential. Sheltered and intensive, this powerful program provides an 

important safety net of expert supervision and guidance that gets students on the right track whether their goal is a high school 

diploma or completion of college preparatory classes. It is an ideal place for pursuing academic interests that may not be served by 

the traditional high school curriculum. Students may also choose an accelerated academic program for early graduation or opt for 

college preparation through a demanding online course of instruction. 

The high school program offers two options: CLU Essentials (diploma) and CLU E-learning (post-secondary/college-bound). CLU 

Essentials is a core curriculum that addresses California BASIC (or FAPE) standards. CLU E-learning is a program for students who have 

their sights set on attending UC/CSU upon graduation. Courses are highly �exible and completely individualized.      

Blended Day Program Grades 3-12

The Center�s Blended Day Program serves grades 3-12 and is designed for students who need individualized instruction only in 

selected subject areas. The remainder of their day is spent at their regular public or private school. All of our educational programs 

can be customized to �t into a Blended Day schedule. Classes are held either in the morning or the afternoon, Monday thru Friday.

Diagnostic/Prescriptive Program Grades 3-12

The diagnostic/prescriptive approach brings together the expertise of diagnostic specialists and educators to establish a clear focus 

on each student�s strengths and weaknesses, and their individual learning and motivational style. Following a comprehensive review 

of presenting information and direct assessment by appropriate Center staff, an optional learning and behavioral management plan is 

created and put into action. This unique approach involves an infusion of prescribed, yet �exible, intervention strategies across every 

aspect of the student�s curriculum.
